He is a Bureau Chief with the Flor-
ida Department of Agriculture and Consumer Ser-
vices, and he instructs courses within the forensics 
sciences in the Hume Honors College at the Univer-
sity of Florida.  He is a Fellow of the American Acad-
emy of Forensic Sciences.  His research has focused 
upon the development and behavior of flies of foren-
sic importance. Dr. Byrd regularly consults in both 
criminal and civil cases. He specializes in develop-
ing educational tools and workshops for medical 
examiners, attorneys, judges, and law enforcement 
personnel.   

 

Anthony Falsetti, Ph.D. , Forensic Anthropologist.  
Dr. Falsetti is a Diplomate of the American Board of 
Forensic Anthropology.  Dr. Falsetti received his 
education from the University of Tennessee and is 
the Director of the C.A. Pound Human Identification 
Laboratory, Co -director of the William R. Maples 
Center of Forensic Medicine, and Associate Profes-
sor at the University of Florida. Dr. Falsetti is a spe-
cialist in human identification and trauma analysis.
