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On May 7th 2009 0900  the Pinellas County Sheriff’s Office Technical Services Division was contacted with a request 

for assistance from North Miami Police Department Detective Alanzo Rhymer.  Det. Rhymer requested Facial Recog-

nition identification for a bank robbery that occurred on 5/1/09, at the Washington Mutual/Chase Bank.

teller moved away 
from the window at 
which time the sub-

ject exited the bank. 

 

At 0930 the exceptional quality surveillance image was enrolled into the Pinellas system for search with an immediate 

result returning 3 potential matches.  One from FL Department of Corrections and two from the Miami Dade reposi-

tories.  At 0953 initial identification of George Angel Meulener was established and presented to Det. Rhymer.  A 

lineup was presented to bank vic-

tims where positive identification 

was made.  At 1300 Det. Rhymer 

determined the subject’s location 

where an arrest was made without 

incident.  During interview 

Meulener confessed to the rob-

bery. 

This is an excellent example of how 

interagency cooperation and cut-

ting edge technology enables Law 

Enforcement. 
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
